We will update you on 
our April meeting in 
Salt Lake City at the 
Joseph Smith 
Memorial Building.  
Upon my return from 
this meeting, there 
awaited me a letter 
from Elder Richard 
Scott, of the Quorum 
of the Twelve.  He 
indicated he was 
sorry he couldn’ t 
make the meeting 
but was on assignment in the South Seas.  
He thanked us for all our efforts in keeping 
the Farr Organization going.  It is possible we 
may see him at one of our future meetings!  
The next meeting is scheduled for Saturday, 
November 7th.  Be sure to mark it on your 
calendar. 
 
Also in this issue, Ron Farr, head of our 
research committee, will outline the 
guidelines for our researchers. 

 
In our officer-trustee meeting we reviewed 
again the rededication of the Lorin Farr 
monument.  The overriding point of that 
meeting on November 15th was the feeling 
among our speakers that Lorn Farr would 

have us walk the path he walked in following 
the light of the Gospel and 
in building strong families. 
 
Dick West commented on 
how many people came 
up afterwards to say how 
educational and 
entertaining the raided-
cation program was.  He 
felt the music was well 
coordinated with the program and that it lent 
a special spiritual feeling.  Deborah Jackson 
told us that Evelyn Harris, the Weber State 
Singers leader, felt it was very special to sing 
at our program.  She said the choir all wanted 
to be Farrs! 
 
Nina Palmer also mentioned that there were 
twenty Farr descendants from the Diana Farr 
Rich family that came and participated in this 
family get-together. 
 
We discussed the fact that our 
attorney, Douglas Farr Higham, 
reapplied to the I.R.S. to solidify 
our tax free status as an exempt organization 
under section 501(a) of the Internal Revenue 
Code as an organization described in section 
501 (c)(3).  Doug said we met all  the tests to 
have this status still in effect and probably 
would retain that permanently.  We 
appreciate all of Doug’s donated labor in 
keeping us in legally sound waters. 
 
Nina Palmer told of her involvement in the 
Charles C. Rich family organization.  They 
have gathered the history of  the Rich’s 
conversion, crossing the plains and other 
experiences.  They used this history to plan a 
trip across the plains.  It was two years in 
planning and became a wonderful experience 
as family members retraced their steps.  Two 
family members dressed in costumes of the 
period during the whole trip.  They had a 
video made of the trip with a running 
commentary.  Nina suggested our Farr family 
do the same type of activity and Deborah 
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Jackson gave a sound second to that idea.  If 
any of you would like to lead such an 
adventure, please let us know.  It would take 
extensive planning and strong leadership 
from a devoted committee of family 
members. 

 
Joe Reimann once again emphasized the 
importance of cleaning up the ancestral file.  
Errors have crept in and stayed.  Because of 
errors in the ancestral file, when names are 
run through to check against temple 
readiness there is often duplication.  If there 
is just one character different in the names 
submitted, it will become a duplication.  Ron 
Farr men-tioned that in Arizona the temple 
personnel estimate it takes 15 hours to 
research, submit and perform the ordinance 
work for each name.  He said the Salt Lake 
Temple had estimated 17 hours.  Because of 
this, we have set up a temple clearance 
committee to check the names carefully 
against temple readiness before we submit 
them for temple work.  Tony Farr is head of 
this committee and he encour-ages us to 
continue to verify our work.  Joe also 
mentioned that by use of the new PAF 3.0 it 
is possible to edit downloads from the ances-
tral file and resubmit to correct errors found 
on the ancestral file. 
 
We were sorry that Renee Warner, our Farr 
2000 Reunion Chairperson, could no be with 
us.  Her husband, Dale, was sick and subse-
quently passed away on June 6th, 1998.  Our 
deepest sympathy and love are expressed to 
Renee Warner and her family at this time.  
Dale died peacefully at home after a battle 
with cancer.  Dale was raised in Ogden, 
where he starred in football, basketball and 
wrestling.  He served in the Korean War and 
learned the Russian language and could 

speak six other languages.   Dale was an 
outstanding teacher and school administrator, 
receiving the Outstanding Young Educator of 
Utah Award.  Always active in the church, he 
served a mission to the Netherlands in his 
youth.  He was a bishop, stake president and 
president of the Bulgarian Mission.  Dale and 
Renee are the parents of three daughters and 
two sons. 
 

Our next Executive and Research 
Meeting is scheduled for Saturday, November 
7th, 1998. 

Joe Reimann, V.P. of Research, conducted 
this meeting with Ron Farr, head of our 
research committee, leading the discussion.  
There was much discussion about our web 
page which we hope all will visit on the 
internet and make use of.  As we add 
information, it will become a valuable 
research tool.  We will be able to update it to 
keep things current. 
 
Ron Farr is now serving a family history 
mission in Salt Lake.  To coordinate research 
or obtain further training from Ron, feel free 
to call him at (801)961-9296.  He indicated 
there are a number of classes available for 
training and you may also spend time with 
him in Salt Lake.  He also encourages further 
training at local Family History Libraries in 
your areas.  The church, according to last 
count, has 3,000 of them around the world; 
so there is plenty of opportunity to be trained 
and involved in the exciting work of research. 
 Ron spoke of one family member who was 
excited about getting involved in the research 
program.  Please let Ron know of your 
interest so that he can give you an 
assignment.  Ron wants to limit the 
assignment for each person to a few gener-
ations - including parents, grandparents and 
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children in those families - so assignments 
won’ t seem too daunting.  For more infor-
mation, see his excellent article on our family 
guidelines for research in this letter. 
 
In talking to Yvonna Tyrell, one of our 
researchers, she said she had found in one 
source a child not listed anywhere else in 
original documents.  It appears this child was 
born and the mother died, apparently in 
childbirth.  This one child was added to the 
family and notes made of the discovery.  The 
farther we go back in time, the more difficult 
finding original sources is (i.e., birth certi-
ficates, wills, marriage records, etc.).  The 
notes would indicate where you put this child 
and the reason she should be added even 
though you don’ t have an original source. 
 
 
Yvonna also mentioned that while doing 
some temple work in the Arizona Temple her 
grand-mother Farr’s name, Mary Ann Minnie 
Farr, came up for work to be done.  There 
was a slight difference in the dates, but there 
she was.  Yvonna knew that she had been 
married in the Salt Lake Temple to her 
husband and therefore in no need of temple 
work.  Because of the slight difference in 
dates, a duplicate record had been created.  
Ron pointed out dupli-cations go on and on 
and again commented on the 15-17 hours 
needed to do temple work for one person.  If 
a person’s work is done seven times due to 
errors in failing to check dates, there is over 
100 hours of effort wasted.  Ron emphasized 
how important it is to be careful in our 
research. 

 
 
We would encourage any of our researchers 
or other family members to submit articles for 
this newsletter - interesting stories of our 
ancestors.  
 
 
 
 
 We know there are a lot out there, but we 
need your help in writing up those articles.  
Please contact us if you would like to write an 
article of interest to the family. 
 
 
Joe Reimann expressed appreciation to all 
those doing research as he knows that it is 
one of those things done very quietly without 

fanfare.  You are often left to yourself to 
accomplish research and it is often tough, 
very tough to accomplish.  But it also brings 
great reward when we can find those for 
whom we search.  Joe feels there are many 
on the other side of the veil and anxiously 
look forward to our finalizing their situations 
with temple work. 
 
 
 
 
There were other valuable comments made 
by those in attendance at our research 
meeting that we don’ t have the space to 
cover.  We find these meetings rewarding 
and are anxious to share our results with the 
family through the newsletter and our 
meetings.  Please let us know how you would 
like to participate. 
 

David J. Farr 
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With the expulsion of the 
Saints from Missouri, 
many cam back across 
the Illinois border.  
Among the saints were 

the Farr family members.  They settled, for 
a few months, down river from what would 
later become Nauvoo, in Lima.  Later, 
most saints would travel up river to what 
was then Commerce, Illinois.  They found 
a swamp and malaria infested region 
without much hope of establishing a 
reasonable place to live.  Joseph Smith, 
aided by others, saw the possibilities and 
began to drain the swamp.  Here they 
would establish Nauvoo, “The City 
Beautiful.”   The city would become the 
most beautiful, prosperous and largest city 
in Illinois at that time.  By the summer of 
1841 there were between eight and nine 
thousand Saints int he Nauvoo area.  
Within one more year, Nauvoo was bigger 
than any other city in Illinois.  By 1845 the 
Saints had singlehandedly made Hancock 
County the most populous in the state.  It 
would be very advanced for its time, 
featuring a university and many other 
cultural advantages. 
 

In this city, Winslow Farr and his 
family built a home with a double door.  
Winslow and his family would live in one 
side of the home with Aaron Farr and his 
wife in the other.  Lorin Farr established a 
home behind this one, marked only by a 
foundation stone visible today.  The 
Winslow Farr home stands today in 

Nauvoo as a testimony to the industry and 
planning of the Farr family. 

 
In Nauvoo, Lorin would draw closer 

to Joseph Smith, his family, and other 
leaders of the church.  He would serve as 
he did in Missouri - teacher, bodyguard, 
messenger, clerk and other roles, meeting 
the needs of the Prophet Joseph.  Often 
he would be found in the Smith home, 
becoming an intimate family member with 
the Smiths.  He was treated as a son.  
Lucy Walker Holmes, sister to William 
Walker later to become husband to Olive 
Farr, would speak of the warm relationship 
between Lorin and Joseph.  She recorded, 
“ He (Joseph Smith) often referred to Bro. 
Lorin as his Edwin.  He was indeed his 
confidential and trusted friend.  He was 
ever by his side; arm in arm they walked 
and conversed freely on various subjects. 
 He was with him when he was arrested at 
Dixon by Wilson and Reynolds, who were 
determined to take hm down the river into 
Missouri, but were foiled in this attempt.  It 
was in this case Uncle Billy Rogers, as he 
was familiarly called, made himself 
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conspicuous in his defense; declared with 
an oath, that they could not come there 
and kidnap a 
man and take 
him away in 
that manner.  
Said he would 
be d--d if 
Smith should 
not have fair 
play.  They 
were forced to 
take him 
through the 
state by way 
of Nauvoo.  
Bro. Lorin hurried on home, brought his 
favorite horse, Charley, and met him on 
foot, weary and covered with dust.  He 
warmly embraced him, mounted his horse, 
and rode into Nauvoo.  As they drew near 
the city the people turned en masse to 
greet him.  Bro. Lorin went with him to 
Springfield to attend his trial, and had the 
exquisite pleasure of seeing him freed.”  
 

At one time, while in hiding, the 
prophet asked Brother William Clayton 
and Lorin Farr to ‘bring all the writings, 
and papers, books and histories, for we 
shall want a scribe in order that we may 
pour upon the world the truth, like the lava 
from Mount Vesuvius.’   (Information for 
this article is from research in possession 
of David Farr). 
 

I will continue Lorin Farr’s life in 
Nauvoo in our January 
1999 newsletter.  As I 
continue to research his 
life for a future book, I 
am truly intrigued with 
his many accomplish-
ments, along with those 
of his outstanding 

family.  I continue to hope for new material - 
journals, correspondence and other papers.  
Please inform me of any original source 
material you may know of through your 
various family members. 
 

We want to thank Sue Fenton and her 
daughter-in-law, Christy Fenton, who 
arranged for the printing and distribution of 
101 Lorin Farr, Pioneer books by T. Earl 
Pardoe.  We notified you in our last 
newsletter of the printing of this book and had 
a very strong response.  We will keep you 
informed as to the possibility of a future 
reprinting.

Last year I graduated with my Masters 
degree in marriage, family and child 
counseling.  I did my professional paper on 
the effects of Mormonism on my family.  This 
included my ancestors dating back to 1830, 
the restoration of the Church of Jesus Christ. 
 This project was very challenging, yet very 
rewarding. 
 

In addition to doing research on my 
deceased ancestors, I did a survey of many 
of my living relatives.  The main research 
question they answered was, “How has living 
in a predominantly Mormon environment 
affected you?”   I did not ask a specific 
question about how family history or ancestry 
has influenced them.  However, many of the 
relatives in the Farr line addressed the 
importance of family history or heritage on 
their own initiative in response to either the 
main research question or the question in the 
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survey that asked what they wanted future 
generations to know (things they valued, 
etc.). 
 

My family line comes from Lorin Farr 
and Sarah Giles.  All the Farr relatives that I 
included in my survey are from the Lenora 

Farr Pardoe line.  Eric McGregor 
(Mildred Arleen Pardoe 
McGregor’s grandson, Bruce’s 
son) and Joanne Andersen (Fern 
Pardoe Nelson’s daughter) both 
stated that their family heritage 
was one of the tings they most 
valued. 
 

 
J. Kevin McGregor (Mildred Arleen 

Pardoe McGregor’s grandson, J. Keith’s son) 
expressed how, in addition to teaching him 
values and morals, the Mormon church has 
given him “ a history of a great family heritage 
such as John Brown and Lorin Farr.  Four 
generations of family in the Church.  My Papa 
(maternal grandfather) has wonderful stories 
of his growing up years in Utah and his life.  
My parents taught me these values and 
morals that stem from the Church.”  

 
Thomas (Tom) E. Pardoe (T. 
Earl Pardoe’s son) 
admonished future 
generations to “ be proud of 
our family history... both of us 
are from Old Mormon pioneer 
families.”   He also wanted his 
future generations to know that 
they ” were strong, honest 

people, very proud of family and its 
accomplishments.  T. Earl & Kathryn Pardoe 
left a legacy at BYU.  A Fine Arts Theater is 
named after them.  My wife’s parents were 
fine, strong church members with a family 
history clearly tied to the Pioneer days and 
Church authorities.”  
 

Richard (Dick) P. West (Alice Pauline 
Pardoe West’s son) is grateful for the moral 

training his mother and grandmother 
(“Banny”) gave him.  Such training helped 
him through his University, 
Fraternity, and army 
experiences.  He also 
wanted future generations to 
know that “ I owe much of 
my drive and abilities to 
strong and noble ancestors 
and the genes they sent 
down through many 
generations.”  
 

Bruce McGregor (Mildred Arleen 
Pardoe McGregor’s son) had many things to 
say about his family, his posterity and his 
ancestry.  Bruce helped to realize his parent’s 
desire for their children to stay close by 
continuing the tradition of gathering together 
for holidays.  Even when many of the 
grandchildren moved away, they still got 
together with cousins, especially while at 
BYU. 
 

Bruce has been actively involved in 
genealogy work.  He has been inspired to 
write his own 
autobiography by reading 
the biographies and 
autobiographies of 
others, “ because they 
are living history.”   He 
hopes to write about his parents as well “ in 
order that my posterity may better understand 
the sacrifices of those that have preceded 
them in trying to live the principles of the 
gospel and building the Lord’s kingdom.”  
 

Jed Keith McGregor (Keith, Mildred 
Arleen Pardoe McGregor’s son) sees the 
influence of his ancestry through his relatives. 
 He noted that his parents were a positive 
influence in the Church, their community, and 
in their extended families.  While looking back 
on his growing up years Keith was quite 
impressed by how many relatives he has.  
Because his parents both came from large 
families and his parents were actively 
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involved with them, Keith was frequently 
surrounded by relatives, “ all of whom 
showered love and affection upon [him] and 
[his] brothers.”   They often exchanged visits 
with his cousins who were much older.  Some 
would come to live with them, baby sit them, 
and took an interest in them.  “ Looking back 
at it, it was awesome to have so many come 
to be with us.  Many of them lived within the 
Los Angeles area.  Those who lived much 
farther would spend time with us and we 
would all go play or visit various sites, etc.”  
 

Keith also said one of the things he 
most valued was that his parent’s took great 
care to help their children become 
outstanding individuals who are highly 
disciplined and dedicated to living the 
commandments of the Lord.  This is Keith’s 
desire for his own six children.  He also would 
like to write an autobiography for the benefit 
of his posterity. 
 

In addition to the rewarding responses 
of my living relatives, I found great treasures 
in doing research on my deceased ancestors. 
 I attempted to do biographical sketches on 
all the relatives for whom I could get 
information.  In this process I often found 
myself moved to tears as I read experiences 
of sorrow, joy and faith. 
 

For example, Kathryn Pardoe told of 
an experience she and T. Earl had while in 
Oberammagau, Germany, seeing the 
Passion Play in an outdoor theater.  There 
was real rain and thunder during Christ’s 
crucifixion.  Then miraculously the clouds 
cleared enough so that a ray of sun shined 
through, illuminating the actor who portrayed 
Christ.  It was moving and inspiring.  What a 
beautiful experience for two people who 
dedicated their life to the theater.  I love 
theater, too. 
 

I had heard much of Lorin Farr growing 

up — mostly the fact that he had six wives 
and they each had their own home on the 
same block.  But it wasn’ t until I did this 
project that I had the opportunity to read 
about his faithful parents and the miraculous 
event of his mother’s healing, which 
proceeded their conversion.  I was delighted 
to read about Lorin and Aaron, young faith 
filled men, wanting to run ahead of their 
family to the temple as they arrived in 
Kirkland.  I also learned for the first time 
about Diantha with her marriage to William 
Clayton and Winslow Jr.’s journal.  I couldn’ t 
possibly recount all the experiences that have 
touched me and strongly influenced my life, 
but suffice it to say that my soul has been 
filled with the spirit of ‘Elijah.  I love these 
faithful people.  I long. to meet them in 
person some day. 
 

I have one other current personal 
experience that I would like to mention.  I am 
expecting my first child June 8, 1998.  Around 
the time that my husband and I were talking 
about names, I was working on this 
genealogy project.  We did not yet know the 
gender of our child, but as I went through 
many gener-ations and several family lines 
the names Sarah and Emma kept showing 
up.  One of those Sarahs was Sarah Giles, 
Lorin Farr’s wife (my line).  I said those 
names quietly to myself and felt strongly that 
those were the names of my girls, my unborn 
children.  It wasn’ t’   
anything dramatic, but it felt right and it was a 
special moment for me.  So, when the ultra-
sound revealed that our baby is a girl, we 
quickly decided on the name of Sarah.  We 
already love her so much, and I’m grateful 
she has a noble heritage.

The first entry in Winslow’s journal 

reads: 
 
“Winslow Farr Junior was born may 11, 
1837.  I now at the age of 18th and in my 
19th year I do 
commence a brief  
sketch of my life 
beginning at  
May 1, 1856.”  
 
Winslow Farr Jr., 
born on May 11, 
1837, was a baby 
in his mothers arms 
when his parents, 
Winslow Farr Sr. 
and Olive Hovey 
Freeman Farr, sold their family farm in 
Charleston, Orleans Co., Vermont.  The 
Farr family, including older brothers’  Lorin 
and Aaron with sisters Olive and Diantha 
began their westward trek to join the 
Mormon Saints in Kirkland, Ohio. 
 
The Mormons, including the Farr family, 
moved to Far West, Missouri.  When 
persecutions drove the Mormons from 
Missouri, the Farr family first moved to 
Quincy, Illinois, then further north to Lima, 
Illinois and in the spring of 1849 moved to 
Nauvoo.  With persecutions mounting, the 

Saints were once again forced to flee 
“Nauvoo the Beautiful” .  By the summer of 
1847 the Farr’s were situated across the 
Missouri River at the settlement of Winter 
Quarters which is now known as Florence, 
Nebraska. 
 
Departing on June 15, 1850, the Farr 
family traveled by covered wagons with 
the President Joseph Young Company for 
the westward journey to the Valley of the 
Great Salt Lake.  Thirteen year old 
Winslow Jr. drove a team of oxen across 
the vast plains and rugged Rocky 
Mountains.  The Company arrived in Salt 
Lake Valley on September 30, 1850.  
 
Winslow Jr.’s father established a farm 
southeast of the Salt Lake settlement near 
the mouth of Big Cottonwood Canyon.  
Winslow Jr. helped his father clear and 
cultivate the land.  The westward sojourns 
affected Winslow Jr.’s ability to regularly 
attend school.  Nevertheless, he left his 
descendants a number of diaries.  The 
first diary began May 1, 1856 and 
concluded with a final entry on July 10, 
1910.  There are gaps in his diaries of a 
few weeks to several years. 
 
In 1974, Wilma became aware that a 
friend, Mr. Dennis Rowley, had been 
appointed Curator of Manuscripts and 
Documents at the Harold B. Lee Library at 
Brigham Young University.  Mr. Rowley 
advised her if Winslow Jr.’s diaries were 
donated to the BYU Library archives, the 
journals would be transcribed and 
preserved as a part of the library’s 
Historical Collection.  Wilma’s mother, 
Mabel Farr Decker, had two volumes of 
Winslow Jr.’s diaries.  Mabel and Wilma 
contacted other members of the Farr 
family who also had original journals in 
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their possession.  After explaining the 
benefits of having the diaries, in one 
collection at the Harold B. Lee library 
archives, all parties agreed to the 
donation. 
 
We wish to personally acknowledge the 
following cousins, all of whom are now 
deceased, who readily agreed to donate 
their journals.  Each of the following 
persons received a transcribed and hard 
back printed copy of the complete 
collection. 
 

Mrs. Mabel Farr Decker (granddaughter of 
Winslow & Emily Jane Covington 
Farr); 

Mr. Leo Hurst (grandson of Winslow & 
Melvina Bingham Farr); 

Mrs. Evelyn Farr Mower (granddaughter of 
Winslow & Emily Jane Covington 
Farr); 

Mrs. Arthella Farr Eckersly (granddaughter 
of Winslow & Melvina Bingham 
Farr). 

 
We wish to acknowledge Mr. Eldon W. 
Payne, husband of Lucy Farr Payne 
(daughter of Winslow & Melvina Bingham 
Farr) both now deceased who in 1950 
loaned two volumes of Winslow’s diaries 
to BYU for transcription.  Volume 1 
includes the years 1856 to 1881.  Volume 
2 includes the years 1884 to 1889.  
Transcriptions were made for the Harold 
B. Lee Library and the LDS Church 
genealogical library.  Copies of the 
volumes, donated in 1974, are available in 
the archives at BYU for review by the 
defendants of Winslow Farr Jr. 
 
The collection is missing the journals that 
cover the time from June 1881 to 
September 1885.  We would appreciate 
any information about the existence and 
location of any of Winslow’s diaries or 

other documents and letters.  In his 
writings, Winslow kept a record of the 
many letters he sent and received.  
Joanne Bar Farr generously donated a 
copy of two letters written by Winslow to 
his daughter, Lettie Farr (daughter of 
Winslow & Matilda Halverson Farr).  A 
copy of a letter Winslow wrote in 1871, to 
a Brother Barnes in England, was donated 
by Inez Cazier Farr.  Three letters written 
to church authorities while serving on his 
mission in England, were donated by Pam 
Bott.  We will share these documents in a 
later edition of the Winslow Farr Sr. Family 
Organization newsletter.

The following is a statement from our 
Research Committee chairman, Ronald Farr, 
on the guidelines we wish to use in our 
pursuit of research in the Winslow Farr Sr. 
Family Organization. 

 
Researching for your ancestors has a subtle 
effect on the mind and spirit. You become 
excited as you find these families and realize 
what happened in their lives.  The worked, 
struggled, loved, served and worried about 
their families just as we do.  Loving them 
becomes very natural.  Did they love their 
spouses, children, grandchildren and great-
grandchildren as much as you or me?  It is 
inconceivable to think that they did not love 
them as we love our extended families. 
 
The Winslow Farr Sr. Family Organization is 
at a point where we need more researchers.  
The assignments are designed to be a job 
that can be completed in a reasonable time. 

 
Below are printed the research assignment 
requirements for our organization: 
Assignments from our organization are: 
 
1. One grandparent person, as child in her 

parents family (complete the parents 
family, include all of their children, 
siblings of the one grandparent person we 
list for you, and all of those children’s 
spouses). 
Two (2) grandparent families of the person 
we list for you, with their children, and 
children’s spouses. 

 
That gives you three (3) families to research.  You 
may find information on more ancestors while 
searching.  Keep that information, and start to fill 
out more family group sheets if you desire, as we 
will be researching those families also.  Also, fill 
out the temple ordinances they have received. 
 
A. Find and verify from original sources or 

copies of original sources the dates and 
places of births, deaths, marriages of the 
parents and children of each of the three 
families. 

B. Find the names of the spouses of all 
children who married and the dates and 
places of their marriage. 

C. Find the temple ordinances that have been 
done for each person and each marriage.  
No longer on the IGI, but under LDS 
Options on Family Search in the church 
libraries. 

D. Copy the sources and write down where 
someone else would look to verify the 
same information, example: Film 007603 
412, item 3, page 45, Salt Lake Family 
History Library — or 

E. Please document each entry: a birth, death, 
marriage that you find.  This will make our

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record complete and should keep others 
from repeating the same research. 

F. If you find information in a Biography or 
Family History book or other source, 
which is not an original source, and can’t 
verify that information as you search other 
sources, but you feel it is correct, then 
enter the informa-tion, document the 
source where you found it, and give an 
explanation in your Notes. 

**************************************** 
A sample pedigree showing three families, starting 
with a grandparent as a child in the first family is 
included: 
 
#1 on the pedigree, Olive Farwell is a child of #2 
John Farwell and #3 Dorothy Baldwin.  THEY 
WITH ALL THEIR CHILDREN AND 
CHILDREN’S SPOUSES ARE FAMILY #1. 
 
FAMILY #2 is #4 on the pedigree - Isaac Farwell 
and wife #5 Elizabeth Hyde. 
 
FAMILY #3 is #6 on the pedigree - Thomas 
Baldwin and wife #7 Dorothy Kidder. 
 
These three families with all their children and the 
spouses of the married children constitute the 
assignment. 
 
A follow up assignment would probably be 2 
families; the families of the parent of Isaac Farwell 
and Elizabeth Hyde or the parents of Thomas 
Baldwin and Dorothy Kidder.  So don’t throw 
away anything you find about them while you 
complete your 3 family assignment. 
**************************************** 
 
2. When you have completed the three 

families, or even one family, send a 
complete Family Group sheet, OR 
preferred, a Gedcom disk with all of the 
source documentation, to Ron Farr. 

 
A. It will be entered on the computer by Ron. 
B. A disk copy will be sent to Tim Farr. 
C. A copy will go to the Central Depository, 

when that is organized. 
D. As soon as our Website is ready, a disk 

will be sent for use in the Website. 
 
** If you don’t have a computer, you can go to 
your local Family History Library and enter a 
family, or as many families as you have, with all 
the information.  You can make a “backup” disk 
each time and take it with you each time you go to 
the library.  You can use the disk in PAF 3.0 each 
time you return and start where you left off.  Just 
make a backup each time you finish so you won’t 
lose the information you entered.  The library 

personnel will help you if needed.  When you 
finish 1 or more families, you can make a Gedcom 
disk to send to Ron Farr. 
 
You can put the information from the backup disk 
back in and continue filling in information.  Just 
back up the data you enter each time.** 
 
We need to be aware that the  Church has 
published guidelines for submitting names to the 
temple.  A copy of the guidelines is printed below: 
 
All names submitted for temple ordinances, 
whether to the Family File or the Temple File, are 
subject to the following guidelines: 
 
1. The person must have been deceased for at 

least one full year. 
2. If the person was born within the past 95 

years, permission should be obtained from 
a living relative before the name is 
submitted. 

3. In order to reduce duplication of names, 
persons who lived before A.D. 1500 must 
be submitted to the Family History 
Department, Medieval Families Unit, 50 
East North Temple Street, Salt Lake City, 
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Utah 84150. 
4. Names of non-related and non-lineage-

linked groups should not be submitted for 
temple ordinance work, including personal 
extraction projects. 

5. Ordinance dates for all temple work will be 
available from the International 
Genealogical Index, which will be updated 
at least annually. 

 
 
 
 
Names submitted to the Family File are subject to 
the additional following guidelines: 
 
1. Normally only names with an established 

family relationship to the submitting 
family may be placed in the Family File. 

2. When a family relationship is probably but 
cannot be verified because records are 
inadequate, the names of these persons 
may also be placed in the Family File.  In 
many cases these include persons of the 
same surname as the member’s ancestor 
who’s resided in the same geographic area. 

3. Members submitting names to the Family 
File should plan to participate in the 
relevant ordinances or make arrangements 
for friends and family members to do so. 

4. The ordinances for Family File names 
should be completed promptly because 
filing space at the temples is limited.  
Records in the Family File for more than 
two years will be released to the Temple 
File unless the patron makes other 
arrangement with the temple office before 
that time expires.   

5. The patron may request assistance from the 
temple personnel in arranging for others to 
help with Family File ordinances if the 
patron is limited by age, health, distance, 
or unavaila-bility of family assistance. 

 
Any previously circulated statements of policy that 
may inconsistent with the foregoing are 
superceded by this document. 

 
Direct any questions to the ward or stake family 
history consultant or to temple personnel.
